Gathering Begins
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What is a Friend?
A friend is someone who shares their innermost thoughts and feelings without worry of judgment or of having their words used against them later on, and with whom you can share in return.  A friend is there for one another even during those times that you would really rather not be.  A friend loves at all times, never turning you away.  Friends make memories that are alive forever.

— like the friend who peeked daily around the corner at the man who was loading a Pepsi machine.  “Pray for us,” she’d say, “because one day we are going to get married.”  They did get married and as friends we shared the experiences of arriving to that moment, and the many days that followed.

— like raising children together and sharing, being honest, crying, laughing worrying, even predicting the future almost as if we were only one family, together.

— like the time she made stuffed mushrooms and I forced my child to eat them and they threw up all in their plate.  As we cleaned it up, she calmed me down all the while assuring me that it was really nothing...and she really acted as if it were really nothing.

— like standing in agreement in prayer for another friend who desperately wanted children and when her quadruplets were born, we were there to help feed, bathe, diaper, play, and put them to sleep.  There were even times when we were able to take one home enabling mom to get a little rest.  Friends know when the others love babies.  There is power in the prayer of agreement, especially between friends.  They believe this, know this and act on it.

— like sharing the opportunity to care for an elderly woman who seemed at times to just get sick so she could share Jesus with someone.  Together, or taking turns, we would shop, clean, fellowship, and even entertain, yes, entertain this woman.  We would sit her in a safe place.  Imagine her laughter as she watched two women in their 30's, one running and pushing a shopping cart while the other rides in it, both hooting and hollering as if they were children.  There is need for laughter and joy in friendship.

— like getting into arguments because your children got into a fight and then realizing that you are fighting; your children have already made up and are playing again.

— like going to church together, arguing and agreeing on scriptures, even digging through scriptures together to prove a point.  Like one leaving the church and going on to another yet still having time to spend loving the Lord together.  Friends grow together, learn together, forgive together, and love together.  They never put themselves above the other.  They work things out.

— like cooking together, mmmm, good...oops!  Burning it, and laughing about it while ordering pizza.

— friends remember the big and little things like birthdays, anniversaries, favorite foods, favorite places to go, things that gross you out, upset you, and things that make you happy.  Friends can recognize friends and relatives even when they have never met them because of shared words which make you know and love all whom your friend knows and loves.

— Friends are there for one other no matter what!  Even when you can’t be physically present, friends write or call.  Friends know that they do all that they can to be that friend, never feeling regret nor remorse, only love.  1Cor 13:4-8, 13
