From the Spiritual Director. . .
During the week of Halloween, I sat in the Burger King near my home with two other men as we ate breakfast and studied the first chapter of Genesis.  As our thoughts turned toward prayer, we began discussing the large numbers of lost souls in our community.  Lost souls are those youth who seem to aimlessly wander without purpose, meaning or direction for their lives.  Their shoulders are slouched... their appearance disturbing...their faces grim.  Our hearts became burdened for them.  I pray your heart has broken for them as well.

Trying to reach lost souls is a bit like trying to capture a dandelion seed with a spoon.  In some ways, these young adults desperately search for acceptance, respect and meaning in their lives.  In other ways, they turn from the avenues which could bring those very elements.  They want to be different,, but they want to fit in.  They long for direction, but buck guidance.  They look for boundaries, but rebel against authority.

Jesus desires to reach, love and save even these lost souls.  Rather than condemning people for their thoughts and actions, our Savior forges relationships through a loving attitude and truthful speech.  Jesus calls for us to do the same.

I suspect that these youthful lost souls differ little from the adult version.  Men and women look for acceptance, peace, meaning, joy and love.  They often look in places which bring only confusion, heartache, conflict and sadness.  We pray that the Holy Spirit will use us to steer them toward the Way, the Truth, the Life.

As I pen my first newsletter article as the Community Spiritual Director, my hope rests in God’s ability to bring awakening and revival to the hearts of people.  I have invested some of my time and energy into the Emmaus ministry because I see it as a tool the Holy Spirit can use to refresh and awaken believers in many churches in our area.  We, in turn, can infect our churches with the unlimited love, grace and power of God.

I encourage each of you to pray for the upcoming gatherings and weekends.  I ask you to beware of the schemes of the evil one to divide, divert and destroy.  I urge you to consider who God wants you to love and encourage.

Above all, though, I must share with you a burden upon my heart.  I mentioned it earlier in this article—a burden for the young lost souls.  As much as we adults and parents may try to help them, I have found that mature, Christ-like youth can accomplish much more.  God used Chrysalis to spark a glow of awakening to our church.  In fact, historically speaking, many of the great awakenings in church history began among youth.  Such was the case in the First Great Awakening in the United States under the ministry of Jonathan Edwards.  That powerful movement of God’s Spirit emerged when young people who had been drifting away from the church approached Edwards to discuss his sermons.  The awakening then spread to the adults.

So, I pray that God would motivate and guide us to provide the support and leadership our youth need to rekindle the Chrysalis ministry in the Fredericksburg area.  I ask you to join me in this prayer.
