Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

First of all I want to remind everyone that the March gathering will be MARCH 7, 1998 at First Christian Church.  This move was made so that the gathering did not conflict with the candlelight service for the men's weekend.

While I'm talking about candlelight, I have a couple of things I would like to say about that.  First, I would like to let everyone know that we are changing the candlelight time on the weekend to 9:15p.m.  We are making this change based on comments the Board has received from previous Weekend Lay Directors.
