My mom, my sister, and I would pull this marvelous crafted piece of machinery up to Bill's Super

Market to pick up the weekly groceries.  We would park it outside, next to the front door, under the sale signs.  I am not sure how much we helped our mom, because all I can remember about the inside of the store was the bubble gum machines that held many miniature treasures.  We would walk all around those machines time and again wondering how we could obtain some of the contents.

         Soon, our Mom would be done with her shopping and would split her loose change between my sister and me.  It didn't take long to put the coins into the slots and hold out our hands for the little plastic eggs filled with surprises.  Most of the time we would be disappointed, but we still dreamed about what would fall down the chute next time.  We would then take turns pulling the wagon full of grocery bags back home.

         As I grew older, I realized that I could pull that wagon with my bicycle.  That put a whole new dimension on how I could utilize the wagon. It held my GI Joe, my Green Hornet bubble gum cards, and my Shoot‑Around‑ The Corner Rifle.  I can remember so many awesome times that I had playing with that wagon.

         One day I was working at my Dad's gas station, and a man came in needing a wheel for his lawn mower.  No store in town had a wheel that size. I thought about my wagon and knew that they were the perfect size.  I sold

two of my beautiful red wagon wheels to that man so he could repair his lawn mower.  I did not realize the effect of what I had done at that time. Later, my Dad asked what  happened to my wagon and a flood of pain and

disappointment came over me.  How could I have sold a part off of my favorite toy?

         I will never forget how sad that wagon looked without the two rear wheels.  Or was it me that was sad because of the loss of my best toy.  I was so broken hearted and disappointed at what I had done.   Would my father ever forgive me?  Would I ever forgive myself?

         My father did forgive me, and he never mentioned it again.  This story reminds me of God's love.  I wonder how Peter felt when he realized that he had betrayed Jesus, his friend, his teacher, his Lord and himself. Peter must have been broken hearted and disappointed in what he had done. Peter had already experienced the love of Jesus but didn't completely understand the depth of that love.  Peter soon learned that Jesus died on the cross for his sins, too!  Paul wrote in Romans 5:8, "But God

demonstrates His own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us."  Praise God!  Thank You Lord!

A Note From Angel . . .
Hello Community & Praise the Lord!

     Concerning praise: Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, neither do they reap, nor gather into barns; yet your Heavenly Father feedeth them.  Are ye not much better than they?                               Matthew 6:26 (KJV)
     I shared in my last writing about praise and how we must acknowledge truth to come to a place of praise, and how we must choose to draw near to one another and to God to get to know them better enabling us to praise.  It may not be an easy task but it is possible.  I pray that you

     Across the park, coming from the railroad tracks, comes a small little man carrying a very large trash bag.  He is hurrying in their direction with a huge smile on his face, speaking something that is so quiet that as I pass him, I cannot hear him...  but the birds continue their songs and their dances in flight around the man until he reaches his destination, a bench right next to the pond.  He sets his bag down on the bench and waits as all the birds come back to the place they started, settling down all around him yet still full of song, awaiting what he has

to offer them.  It wasn't always like this, the birds have come to depend on this man coming to see him, and to receive from him.  Once they are all settled down, he opens the bag  and they start squealing even louder

and he starts tossing out bread to them, lots and lots of bread.

     Can you see where I am going with this?  Someone comes into our lives, Jesus, and as we get to know Him we come to depend on Him.  We come to know that He has something for us and we draw near with excitement waiting...  but we are not alone, there are many of us who

have come to know this new friend.  Sometimes we get so excited waiting for a visit with him that we fight with one another when a visitor comes but when the visitor is truly Him, we come together in an act of praise to Him and He fellowships with each of us equally, giving us all that we need.  When He is with us, there is no room for conflict because the many become one in praise to Him and He reaches out where we all receive just what we need.  Am I making sense?

     Look inside of yourself this month.  Watch your actions and reactions and see where you are in this place of praise.
