From the Lay Director . . .
Dick Barnett.  Chancellor Christian Church. Fredericksburg Emmaus #7.  Table of Mark.  With these words of universal Emmaus greeting I begin to serve you, 

my brothers and sisters in Christ, as your Community Lay Director for the coming year.  My email is K4GUJ@aol.com  ‑ please feel free to contact me with 

questions, concerns, and words of encouragement. 

Since my pilgrim walk in 1993, my fourth day in the Community has been very blessed.  I have teamed each year at least once and held a wide variety of weekend assignments ‑ most recently Weekend Lay Director on Emmaus #29 (I loves the 29th!).  For the past two years, I have served on the Fredericksburg Emmaus Board, and have been Community Assistant Lay Director this past year.  Working with Dennis Perkins and the rest of the Emmaus Board has been a joy.

This past Thursday, June 17, I met with our Community Spiritual Director (Mark Ogren), our Community Assistant Lay Director (Ken Roark), and Dennis Perkins to review the transition to the new Emmaus Board of Directors and to identify critical action items for the coming year.  Over the course of nearly three hours we talked about many things.  I will share a few highlights so that you can get a sense of what your leadership is thinking.

Outgoing Community Lay Director (Dennis Perkins):  Dennis provided a documented list of tasks and information the Lay Director needs to know about to serve effectively.  In addition, Dennis shared his thoughts regarding the role of the Emmaus Board and Community Lay Director.  The Emmaus Board needs to ‑ (1) Support the purpose of Emmaus ‑ Training Christians for service in the Body of Christ.  (2) Keep the local Fredericksburg Chapter of Emmaus in tune with the policies of the National model.  (3) Be peace keepers within the local chapter.  The Community Lay Director needs to ‑ (1) Lead the local Board.  (2) Be careful about changes to the by‑laws and weekend formats.  (3) Step in where necessary to get things done. (4) Keep alive core issues ‑ 

Grouping, sponsoring, sense of community, fellowship, joy, fun.

Dennis has also agreed to help maintain our ties to National Capital Area Community by attending gatherings and events whenever possible and reporting 

their activities to our local Board.

Community Spiritual Director (Mark Ogren):  Several areas of spiritual focus for the coming year were discussed.  The need for more local churches and 

pastors being involved in Emmaus.  More active involvement by participating pastors in the Emmaus work of their members.  Need to establish Chrysalis Steering Committee with positive emphasis on doing whatever necessary to launch successful Fredericksburg chapter.  Mark has agreed to submit a monthly article for our newsletter starting next month ‑ perhaps with contributions from other SDs on a rotating basis.

Community Assistant Lay Director (Ken Roark):  In the spirit of making our Gatherings an extension of our weekend experience, Ken has agreed to help gather the community, maintain our agenda timing, introduce our speakers, and lead in collection of offering.

Ken is our up‑coming Weekend Lay Director, hence he will be very busy for the next few months.  However, after his "October adventure" he will be active in 

subsequent weekend events ‑ sponsor's hour, candle light, closing.

Mark, Ken, and I, working with your local board, are looking forward to serving you ‑ the Fredericksburg Emmaus Community ‑ in many ways during the coming year.  Together, God's work will be done His way by His Body Emmaus.  De Colores!

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A Note From Angel . . .
Hello Community,

Bless the Lord, oh my soul, and all that is within me, Bless your Holy Name!

The dictionary says that bless means to consecrate, to give thanks "to", invoke happiness on, to make happy...

When you met that certain someone that you fell head over heals in love with, you constantly talked about them, praising them to others but then you found yourself doing strange things, whatever it took to make them feel good.  Suddenly, you felt as though your wants and desires is not matter because you just wanted to make them happy.  What ever the cost!   This is the way God is concerning us and when we choose Him, when we get to know Him, we become this way towards Him.  The funny thing is that in this growing relationship with Him, we not only want to bless Him but also bless others who know Him. 

When we come to a place of Bless, we seek out to give the very best. This is also a place in our relationships that reveals evidence to others of how we really feel.  Do our actions line up with our words?  Have you ever heard the phrase that says good intentions never get us very far? 

The intentions are good but without the actions following through, nothing happens.

I remember attending a church early in my walk with the Lord where a church clean up day was planned. Volunteers signed up to do various things.  Offerings were made to purchase much needed items to beautify

this house of God.  I remember wanting so much to give my time and pleading with God to give me money to give towards the many needs.  One thing I had noticed was that the carpeting was really in need of being replaced.  It was ripped and discolored, and I knew God could give me the money and I could go out to buy the very best.  I wanted badly to bless God, the church and anyone who would come to our church by getting that

carpet replaced.  I became obsessed with that prayer request believing with my whole heart that God would let me have my way.

One week before the scheduled clean up day, we had a meeting and another church member spoke out about the carpeting saying that they wanted to give an offering of new carpet.  I was floored.  How could God take away

my blessing?  my opportunity to bless?  I left the meeting in tears, but God spoke to me in the days that led up to the big day.  He took nothing from me.  He answered my prayers, just not in the way I had expected.  I hadn't planned on going in on clean up day because my boys were just 4 and 5 at the time and I thought they would just get in the way but God spoke to me to go, and to take them...so I did. There were many opportunities to bless when we arrived and we took every opportunity.  My boys not only worked by my side, and worked hard but they had fun.  Lunch time came and pizza was ordered so we received a blessing in return.  It was wonderful. Then, late in the afternoon, a truck pulled up.  It was the carpeting. 

Everyone was excited.  The truck was unloaded and the carpeting unrolled out of its paper wrapping and UGH!  It was worn and stained and the one who offered the blessing was so embarrassed.  He had liked the new carpeting so much that He kept it for his home and brought his old stuff

in for the church.

I wonder how often we think we bless the Lord, but rob Him instead.  Not just in material things but in words spoken, the ways we treat others.  When we take blessings for ourselves, we do this sometimes.  When we rob

Him, we rob the body of Christ.  Consider blessing the Lord and others.  Consider making sacred all that you do towards God and others.  What if you placed the happiness of God and of others above your own happiness at all times?  What if you continually looked at everyone and at every situation in a way to say "thanks"?  What if you spent every moment seeking out ways to make God happy, to make others happy?  We cannot expect others to do this the way we expect but we can do our best, give our best and when we feel someone has failed us, we reach out more to bless.  (Consider Matthew 5:44)

Consider what you do, and who you are.  Do you...

Bless the Lord, Oh my soul, and all that is within me, Bless His Holy Name!

May the Lord speak to us all that we may yearn and learn to bless Him and others.
