A $500 fund is being set aside in the Community Treasury to pay for partial or full team/pilgrim scholarships.  While Teamers and Sponsors are encouraged to honor the financial commitment they make when they agree to sponsor or team, 

financial circumstances can change, and as a Community we want to help out whenever necessary. 

At our Official Board meeting that proceeded the Jan 8th Gathering, we heard reports from our Chrysalis Steering Committee, our Website Committee, and each of our Spring WLDs.  The Chrysalis Steering Committee chair, Bob Davis, presented a series of motions for Board consideration.  The motions were taken under advisement for action at the February Board meeting.  The Board Website Committee chair, Brian Lewis, presented a proposed Website format that will be acted upon at our February Board meeting.  Each Spring WLD reported the status of their team building based upon the Board approved team applications.

Wes Pryce reported by letter to the Board that his Cadre and Team #35 are ready to go and begin teaming on Friday, 14 January.  Pat Weinhardt reported that Team #36 is being formed with quite a few teamers already identified.  Pat does not anticipate difficulty filling her “extra” team from the ranks of experienced teamers, with a few 1st timers too. Pat will begin teaming in late February.  Barbara Simpson reported she is relying upon team applications from the Community to fill her team and has quite a few team positions to fill.  Barbara will begin teaming early in March. 

Teaming is a wonderful serving opportunity.  With two women’s teams this Spring, every woman who is qualified and wishes to serve should have an opportunity.  I encourage each of you who has it in their heart to serve to get an application in as soon as possible.  Remember to apply with an obedient servant’s heart and be prepared to serve as the CADRE is led by God to call you.  For you 1st time teamers, that means that each and every team member receives an assignment during the teaming process that is discerned by the team CADRE TOGETHER as the Spirit leads them, all to the Glory of God on the Weekend.  No one person on the team makes assignments and assignments are not discussed in advance with team members.  Hence, teamers serve without pre-condition and accept their assignments without reservation as an example to each other of obedience and submission to God’s will.

Why are you involved in Emmaus?

Emmaus is a vital resource and ministry that builds up and strengthens leaders of the church.  I’m involved for this very reason.  When the spiritual leader of the church leads followers this will add growth, but when a leader leads leaders this will multiply growth which will lead to growth explosion.  As we invest our time, energy and resources into these pilgrim’s lives, the outcome will impact people far beyond our own reach.  It’s like the ripple effect of a rock landing in a pond.  WOW! People being impacted for Jesus Christ just because I choose to serve.  Praise be to God!
As a Pastor, where do you see Emmaus helping your local church?

Emmaus is a spiritual retreat geared toward church leaders and when these church leaders are transformed by the love of God, during their walk, watch out - because great things are going to happen.  Let me share with you what happened at Waters Memorial when one of our church leaders came back from her Emmaus walk.  While driving her home, she asked me what she could do for the church.  Immediately, I said two words - prayer partners.  I asked her if she would begin and lead a new ministry for our church called prayer partners.  About a week later, after praying and talking about this new ministry, she began prayer partners in our church.  Since then, we have seven prayer partners, meeting once a month, praying before and during the worship service.  I, the pastor, get a phone call every day from a prayer partner for my personal concerns and also the church’s concerns.  People are growing in their prayer life, attendance is up in church and has almost tripled in Sunday School, sermon time has improved, joy and excitement fill the sanctuary and rooms of our church, and this is only the beginning.  Is this awesome or what?!?!?!  God is and will continue to do great things through the Emmaus walk experience, and lives will be transformed by the awesome love of our Lord and Savior - Jesus Christ.  This is what I see Emmaus doing and continuing to do as we the church follow God’s will and open ourselves to the wonderful promises of God and the love that can be only found in Jesus Christ!

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A Note from Angel. . .
Hello Brothers and Sisters

     In Him, we live and move and have our being...  Acts 17:28   He is our hiding place.  He preserves us.  He fills our hearts with songs of deliverance.  He will instruct us and lead us.  Psalm 32:7,8

     I have shared with you about being in a place of Praise unto the Lord, and about Blessing the Lord and Blessing Others.  In all that I have shared, it is to encourage you and myself in our relationships with the Lord... and with others. 

     In December I shared about Worship, and about Babel.  This month, I feel led to share more about Worship but as that intimacy between us and God.  Some might compare the place of Worship to a couple just having gotten married.  They become as one, but for now I'd like to share about those times when you speak "sweet nothings" to one another.  Sweet nothings is a figure of speech because we all know that these words spoken between two intimately are surely "sweet somethings."  With God, it could be called revelation knowledge or even a prophetic word.  There could be many names we could call it but basically, I am trying to tell you that once you come to a place of Worship in your relationship with God.  He will talk to you as well as you talking to Him.  He will share with you His desires concerning you and sometimes concerning others BUT He shares with you, walks with you and talks with "you".  Not only can He do this with you but He wants you to know and trust that He can and does have this kind of relationship with others, also.

     So, what do you believe?  In Jesus?  In God's Word?  That the Word is written testimony but not for today?  That the Word is Truth and for today?

     What is your relationship with the Father like?  Do you have a personal relationship with Him?   Maybe you did not know that you can have that personal relationship and are one who reads the Bible, memorizes scripture, prays and goes to church whenever the doors are open but actually only know God as an onlooker?

     The Bible is full of testimony where people had a relationship with God.  For example: Adam walked in the garden and God spoke with him as well as Adam spoke to God.  Some say that stopped when Adam and Eve were sent out but what about God speaking to Cain...  To Noah...  To Abraham...  To Moses...  To Jeremiah...  To Jesus...  And the list continues.  God speaks to His people in various ways.  Yes, He did and still does speak to them.  You don't have to be a prophet to hear from God.  You need only to have a personal relationship with Him, to be still and know He is God.

     This month, I leave you with the thoughts about you.  Don't think about where others are with God.  Examine yourself.  Consider where you are in your relationship with God, and where you want to go with Him.  He knows the thoughts and plans He has for you.  (Jeremiah 29:11‑13) Where is your heart with God?  (Isaiah 29:13, Matthew 15:8,9)  If you are a teacher of God's Word, those you teach can only receive from you and grow in Christ as far as you are in your relationship with Him.  Teaching is good, but revelation comes from God and we each must have that personal relationship.  We cannot say follow me as I follow Christ.  We should be saying "let me introduce you to Jesus so we can follow Him together, as He leads us."  Amen!
