From the Lay Director . . .
Snow clouds have a silver lining( Even though our February Gathering was cancelled on Saturday, February 12, due to severe snow and freezing conditions in the Richmond to WDC corridor, eleven (11) Emmaus Board members met for nearly 4 hours to conduct Community business.  All present agreed that the work was necessary and productive.  I will summarize our actions below. 

1. 
The Board accepted the resignation of Patti Tessier whose term runs until 2001.  Patti advised the Board that an upcoming operation and her church duties would interfere with her ability to serve the Board and Community effectively during the upcoming year.  Patti will be missed and we wish her well in her upcoming recuperation from surgery.  Patti’s position on the Board will be filled until July, 2000, by Debrina McKeen.  Patti’s Board position as Community Agape Coordinator will be filled through the Spring Walks by Joe Cooper.

2.
The Board has been struggling to understand the IRS rules regarding our tax status.  Barbara Larson, Dave Olds, and Mark Ogren are working the issue of Incorporation versus local church affiliation – the two competing requirements to maintain a tax exempt status.  We will keep you advised as this issue unfolds.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1 \s 3
The Board’s Capital Use Committee (Ken Roark (chair), Dave Olds, Joe Cooper, Brian Lewis) has been surveying our Community Capital Equipment needs.  A number of items were suggested for purchase.  A prioritized list of equipment to buy and the cost associated will be reported at our next meeting for action.  If Community members have any suggestions on what the Board should purchase as capital equipment, please contact a committee member.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
The Board Nominating Committee (Barbara Simpson  (chair), Mark Ogren, and Cathy Garfield) reviewed with the Board the list of Board positions for which candidates need to be identified for announcement to the Community in April and for election in May.  

The Board expressed the unanimous view of those present that candidates for service on the Emmaus Board should counsel with and receive the approval of their home church Pastor to serve on the Emmaus Board before standing for election by the Community.  This requirement, coupled with the Board’s desire to continue Board nominations from the floor at a Gathering, necessitate a change in our By-laws to provide for floor nominations at the April Gathering and election in May.  That way, Pastor counsel and approval for all nominees will have been accomplished prior to the nominees’ standing for election at the May Gathering.  The Board unanimously approved and started the formal By-Law change process.

At the January 2000 Board meeting, Bob Davis, who chairs the Chrysalis Steering Committee, reported to the Emmaus Board a series of motions they requested action upon.  At the February Board meeting, the following unanimous actions were taken:

Re-allocated to the Chrysalis Steering Committee funds currently being held for Chrysalis by the Emmaus Board.

Made available to the Steering Committee all Chrysalis materials and Supplies being held by the Emmaus Board.

Authorized Chrysalis purchase of any start up materials needed by the Steering Committee.

Tabled for one month the request for re-instituting the 60/40 split of Gathering offerings with the Chrysalis Steering Group.

Authorized the establishment of a separate Chrysalis section in the Emmaus Community Directory.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
6.            Agreed in principle to support the formal request by Millie Brock to compile a Fredericksburg Emmaus Community Cook Book.  Millie has been asked to come to the March Board meeting to discuss her plans in person.  It is expected that her plans will be approved for action at that time.  All Board members present were enthusiastic in support for the idea of a Community Cook Book.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
 Adjusted the WLD “Pass the Fish Hook” process for upcoming walks.  At the Closing for Men’s Walk #35, Wes Pryce will “Pass the Fish Hook” to the next Women’s Walk #36 WLD Pat Weinhardt and Men’s Walk #38 WLD Larry Tubbs.  At all Closings thereafter, Women WLDs will “Pass the Fish Hook” to the next Women’s walk WLD, and Men WLDs will “Pass the Fish Hook” to the next Men’s walk WLD.  This will allow Men and Women WLDs to wear their fish hooks for roughly an equal amount of time.

Proposed Addendum to By-Laws
Article VIII of the By-Laws establishes the requirements for notification of and voting on amendments.  The Board was notified at their regularly scheduled meeting on February 12th and approved unanimously. The Community will be notified at the Gathering on March 11th  and will vote on the amendment at the April Gathering.  A 2/3 majority of those attending the Gathering is required to pass the amendment.

Item 1.
The purpose of this Amendment is to modify the requirement in Article V, Section 2, Paragraph A of the By-Laws for The Upper Room Emmaus of the Greater Fredericksburg Area for membership on The Emmaus Board.

The current wording of Article V, Section 2A follows:

Section 2. Membership

A.  The Board will consist of fifteen elected members, twelve lay and three clergy.  Prior to nomination and election, Board members shall have served on at least one Emmaus team and attended an Emmaus leadership workshop or Day of Deeper Understanding.

Proposed amendment: (change shown in bold and underlined)

A.  The Board will consist....  Prior to nomination and election, Board members shall have served on at least one Emmaus team, attended an Emmaus leadership workshop or Day of Deeper Understanding, and have consulted with and received concurrence from their pastor to serve. 

 Reason for change:

We believe that it is important that your home chuch be aware of your desire to serve in this capacity and understand the time commitment.



Item 2.
The purpose of this Amendment is to modify the requirement in Article V, Section 3, Paragraph F of the By-Laws for the Upper Room Emmaus of the Greater Fredericksburg Area regarding nominations for Board members from the floor at the Gathering.

The current wording of Article V, Section 3F reads:

Section 3. Method of Election

F.  Once announced, the list of nominees can be altered only by nominations of qualified candidates from the floor at the May Gathering.  Candidates nominated from the floor must be present at the May Gathering.

Proposed amendment: (change shown in bold and underlined)

F. Once announced, the list of nominees can be altered only by nominations of qualified candidates from the floor at the April Gathering.  Candidates nominated from the floor must be present at the April Gathering.  No nominations will be taken on the night of election.

Reason for change:
To be consistent the proposed change to Section 2, it would difficult for a nominee to consult with their pastor prior to accepting the nomination if nominated the night of the the election.

Hello Brothers and Sisters

In Him, we live and move and have our being...  Acts 17:28

Be ye doers of the Word and not hearers only...  James 1:22

    I pray that you have taken time this past month to be still and know God, to examine yourself and your relationship with God.  Were you able to see where you are in your relationship with God?  Are you in a place where you just met Him and are desiring to know Him more?  Are you in a place of Praise where you met Jesus and you are excited about this savior and friend, so you find yourself telling others about Him?  Maybe you have found that you are in a place of Bless, where you not only share about Him with others but find yourself desiring to do things that will bless Him, things that you can do or say to bless others for Him?  Maybe, you have found yourself entering into a place of Worship?  Maybe you have an intimate relationship with Him, walking and talking daily with Him?  In examining yourself, what was revealed?  Did God reveal something to you about yourself?  What is God seeing concerning your heart?

     Let's talk more about this place of Worship, intimacy with our Heavenly Father.  Personally, I like to compare this to the relationship between newlyweds who still act as newlyweds after 20 years of marriage.  Can you imagine?  Not only is this possible between married couples, but also between you and God.  It's called a loving and growing relationship.  When a relationship fails, it is only because one or both of the parties involved give up.  This usually is because of becoming bored with one another because someone is seeking more self gratification over giving fully to the other...  It can be because one of the parties has set their eyes/focus on something or someone else...  It can be due to a lack of forgiveness, and well, there are many reasons a relationship fails but almost always, you will find that it is because of one of the reasons listed here.

     In a relationship, in this place of Worship, God already knows that we are not perfect and that is why He sent us His Son.  When He looks at us, He sees perfection because He sees Jesus.  He does not force Himself on us but waits for us to draw near.  The more we give of ourselves to Him, the more He reveals of Himself to us.  As we love God, we draw nearer as we get to know Him.  He has given Himself totally to us, but we accept Him more and more.  (We love Him because He first loved us. 1 John 4:19) as we draw near to Him, we trust Him more and more and our relationship with Him grows.  God promises through His Word that He will never leave us nor forsake us so if anyone gets bored with the relationship or gives up, it is us.  This is why it is so important to examine yourself and not others.  Every relationship is different and God calls each of us, individually, into a personal relationship with Him.  What we give into the relationship is what we will get out of it!  Make sense?  God has made is very clear throughout His Word that He wants the very best for each of us, but how can we receive the best from Him if our eyes or hearts stray away from Him?  Our focus must be on Him to be in this place of Worship.  Forgiveness, oh...  Jesus, while hung on the cross said, Forgive them for they know not what they do...  (Luke 23:34)  We need to walk in forgiveness towards others and towards ourselves.  In examining ourselves and seeking God in this personal relationship, we will have sin revealed and can admit to it, ask for forgiveness and then turn away from that sin.  What is sin but separation from God.  No sin is measured as greater than another as God sees it.  All is covered by the blood of His Son.  So, basically, what I am sharing is that God is calling each of us into a love relationship with Him and He allows us each to choose whether or not we have the time or the desire to do so.  He opened many doors to us that we can draw near to Him, or can I say that He has made available many keys.  Jesus is the way.  Jesus is the door.  We open this door and step in.  What's next?  Will we be sitting in that doorway when Jesus returns?  Will we have stepped out for a moment?  The keys are sitting there waiting for us to pick them up.

     Again, this month, I ask that you continue to examine yourself and your relationship with the Father.  Not mine.  Not a friend's.  Not a fellow church member's.  Not your pastor's.  Yours.  Will you?  When Jesus died on the cross, the curtain was ripped in two from top to bottom.  God in Heaven, opened the way, through Jesus, for you to come to Him without having to go through anyone else.  Through Jesus alone, you can come now, to the Father.  Have you entered into this place of Worship?  Are you having a intimate, personal relationship with the Most High?  Think about it.  Pray about it.
