“Woman, behold.”
Jn 19:26 (KJ)

Greetings to you in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ!  Please excuse the seemingly “sexist” context of this letter.  I do address it to all of you, my brothers and sisters.   But I appeal to you, my sisters, to consider your role in this next woman’s walk, Emmaus 39.

As I prayed about the theme for the upcoming Woman’s Walk to Emmaus 39, several scriptures came to mind.  But as I prayed through one scripture, another would come to light.  “This is it!”, I would think.  But as I prayed through the next one, yet another would emerge.  “This really is it!”  And then Jesus would show me something new.

One thing that is consistent in all my teaming experiences, even from my walk on Emmaus 20, is that through the theme and the talks, God reveals Jesus to me in a new way.  As I sat at the Table of Faithfulness that weekend, I realized that I was the least faithful – only Jesus is faithful.  At the Table of Gentleness I learned that only Jesus is the gentle one.  And in a recent talk on grace, I learned that our God is the ultimate forgiver, that he even gives birthday parties for prostitutes!  (Ask Max Lucado).

It seemed that all through the years, Jesus has been whispering to me, “Woman, behold.”  
The Bible tells us of women he called to a new vision.

· There is a woman at a well.  Jesus talks with her and she finds he knows even better than she knows herself.  He shares with her the truth, and gives her a new reason for living.

“Woman, behold.”

· Then there is a woman ill for 12 years.  She reaches out in faith to touch him and immediately she is healed.

“Woman, behold.”

· There is the woman who nursed him as a baby.  She now sees him on a cross, arms open wide, looking down on her.  She sees him in a new way, a way she has never seen him before.  And she understands in a new way.

“Woman, behold.”

· The woman makes her way to the tomb where he lays three days dead.  She finds the stone rolled away and the tomb empty.  Turning away with tears in her eyes she begs the gardener to tell her where he is.  He speaks her name, and she knows.

“Woman, behold.”

I ask you to remember your Walk to Emmaus, that moment when you saw Jesus for the first time.  Remember when you heard him speak your name.  Remember the love poured out like his blood, cleansing you.  Remember walking away Sunday afternoon with your heart burning inside you.  Renewed and restored.  Did you hear it?

“Woman, behold.”

Listen now as Jesus calls you in a new way: to serve as a Team Member on Fredericksburg Emmaus Walk 39.  I believe Emmaus 39 will be called in a new way to help each pilgrim see Jesus.    

· So she can see herself as Jesus does, as did the woman at the well.  “Woman, Behold.”

· So He can heal her of past hurts, as the woman in the crowd.  “Woman, behold.”
· So she can see the Jesus she has known all her life as her Lord and Savior, as Mary did. “Woman, behold.”
· So she can see Jesus in the miracle of the resurrection, her promise of eternal life. “Woman, behold.”
· And so she can have the fire of his love burn in her heart as she returns home from her Walk to Emmaus.  “Woman, behold.”
I ask that you pray about your role in the upcoming Walk 39.  What is God calling you to see in a new way?  How is Jesus drawing you to Him?  How is He asking you to serve?

And I say to you, “Woman, behold.”
If you have not submitted your teaming application it is not too late.  If you are undecided and would like to pray, do not hesitate to call me or email me.  I look forward to hearing from you.  

But most of all I look forward to hearing what you have seen when Jesus called you to “Woman, behold.”
