From the Lay Director . . .
De Colores members and friends of the Fredericksburg Emmaus Community.

I greet you in the name of our risen savior Jesus Christ.  May He bless you in all you do.

As is the season for the Olympics, I received an email about a Special Olympics that touched my heart.  It went like this:

“Six developmentally handicapped kids lined up in a stadium filled with 50,000 people. These kids had prepared all year for this event. They wanted to win. Although they could not run well, they would give it their very best effort.

The gun went off and all six began to run. At about the 50-meter mark, one of the six runners fell down, face first on the track. The other five runners took a couple more steps and then stopped. They looked back and saw the fallen runner. Then, to the surprise of the crowd, they all went back, helped the fallen runner to his feet, joined hands, and continued the race--all of them crossing the finish line at the same moment.

Each one received a gold medal. 

Our role as members of Jesus' church is helping those who fall to get back up. The church is not the place for competition; we must serve together in unity. What Jesus wanted most of all for the church was that we would be one.  (John 17:23).”

As I read about these kids I could not help but feel joy about how they put the runner that had fallen before their own desires of winning.  But they got it right.  It is not about one person wining the race but the whole body wining.   In 1Corth 9:24 “(Run in such a way as to get the prize”, in other words, we are to run the race to win, but just what is wining?  It is not always about coming in first or setting new world records or even receiving the prize.  It’s more about running the race of life and wining when we help others who are not as fortunate as we are, or helping those who are going through rough times in their life.  Winning can be as simple as a listening ear, a smile, a kind word or just being there when someone needs you.

These six kids could teach us a lot about working together.  They used the gifts God gave them to help others.  Are we using our gifts to the utmost to accomplish God’s will?

So “let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us.”   Hebrews 12:1

Fishers of Men

Several walks ago, I teamed with Tony Morris.  Tony gave the Discipleship talk.  During the talk, Tony urged the Pilgrims to be fishers of men” and passed out link bracelets made out of fishing line snap swivels.  The Pilgrims were encouraged to wear the bracelets as a reminder that we are called to share Jesus, to be “fishers of men” in our daily lives.

Since that weekend, the idea of wearing snap swivel bracelets to remind us to share Jesus has caught on within the Fredericksburg Emmaus movement.  I recall asking at a Gathering recently how may present were wearing a bracelet like mine and over half the room raised their hands.  What a blessing!

Well, you just never know – consider this:

The dirt road to my house passes by the Heritage Baptist Church.  I have several cords of wood piled on the side of that dirt road waiting to be split for firewood.  Monday a week ago I was just back from my mother’s funeral and had taken off work to get my act together.  I was alone and feeling down so I went to the woodpile to cut and split wood.  The pastor at Heritage Baptist and some of his parishoners were working outside the church and waved at me.  Shortly, the pastor came over to talk to me.  This is what he had to say:

“Dick, I haven’t had a chance to talk to you since I was at your house about a year ago.  Do you remember I asked about your “fishing bracelet?”  You said it was something from Emmaus that you wore to remind you to bring someone to Christ.  I was so touched by what you said that I went out and  got some snap swivels for myself and several of my parishoners.  The idea was so well received that we got bracelets for everyone in the church.  Then we started mailing them to other churches around the country and wrote about the power of “fishers of men” bracelets in our Baptist national magazine.  I would gess thousands of “fishers” are wearing the bracelets now all over the country and in the foreign mission field.  Dick, it has had such a powerful effect on me that I have committed my life to bringing 100 souls to Christ, and I have gotten 12 others in my church to do the same! Thank you.”

Well, that touched my heart, and came at a time my heart needed to be touched.  You just never can tell when a word, a small deed, can make a difference when God moves hearts.  Thanks Tony Morris, and thank you Emmaus.
