Well about two weeks ago I meet the coworker from the previous contract in the hallway.  He told me that I need to go see the gentlemen that use to come by and visit in the mornings.  Of course I ask why.  He informed me that there was rejoicing in heaven because he had accepted Christ.  He shared that because of those early morning conversations the Lord started working on him.  He started attending church and Jesus spoke to him.  He is now in the Book of the Life.  Praise the Lord.

I leave you with this these questions:  How is you relationship with Christ?  What are you doing about it?  Who is listening to your conversations?

From the Spiritual Director. . .
Dear Community,

On the weekend you were challenged to go back to your pastor and find a way to serve him in your church.  What are you doing to fulfill that charge?
