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From the Lay Director . . .
Praise the Lord, I greet you in the name of our risen Savior Jesus Christ.  I pray that the Lord is using you in all aspects of your life to do His will and so you may grow to be a spiritually mature Christian.

Do remember when you were small how you were always told that, “you have to crawl before you can walk?”  Well that is how it is with Christianity.  You first start by someone exposing you to the church then the Bible, then to Jesus Christ.  Some start church in the nursery, others as a teen, while others start as adults.  But the journey is the same it just takes some folks longer to get started or is it that they have never had the opportunity to know or hear the word, to know who Jesus Christ is and how He can change your life.  It is our job as Christians to tell all the people in all the corners of the earth about the good news of Jesus Christ.  How he gave his life on the Cross to Save us from Sin.

As we learn to crawl, we read the Bible and listen to God’s word through sermons at church, small groups, and on Christian radio.  We are to gain an understanding of what it is to be a Christian and how we must change our ways to follow Christ.  Some go through this stage rather quickly while others never get out of it.  As we are told in I Corinthians 3:2 “2I gave you milk, not solid food, for you were not yet ready for it. Indeed, you are still not ready.”  When we are infants we can only understand the basics, but we must mature and grow beyond the milk, to the solid food.  We must get involved in studies of the Bible so we are prepared to go out into the world and tell the good news of Christ. As learn to walk, our spiritual life matures, we then need to become mentors to others and be in leadership of small groups.  We must be willing to share our knowledge of Christ and what he has done for us to help others grow.  As we do this we too will grow in our spiritual journey and relationship with Christ.  Through this study and growth we then become disciples for Christ.

Let me share a part of my journey that hopeful will encourage others.  I made my Emmaus walk in November of 1994.  I was what I would call one of those Pew Sitters, you know the ones you see every Sunday in church and no time else, the ones that are never involved.  Then a friend invited me to take a walk with the Lord.  When I came back from my walk I knew I had to get involved but I was afraid that I would have to get up in front and share.  Well the Lord worked on me for two years.  Slowly He used me to lead a committee in church, then another.  One day the Lay leader of our church invited me to attend a Lay Speaking seminar.  After much prayer I agreed.  I knew then the Lord was preparing me for something but I was not sure what it was.  I started teaming and of course the second time, I had to give a talk.  It went ok.

The Lord tapped me on the shoulder.  I was to give a sermon for our church.  What was I going to do?  I was not ready for this.  But the He made me surrender to His Words not my own and until I gave it to the Lord, I was in a panic.  The Lord reminded me of Zechariah 4:6 “Not by might nor by power, but by my Spirit,’ says the LORD Almighty.”  Since then when ask to speak or write an article I first surrender to the Lord and then write.  The Lord was not through. I was then as to be on the Emmaus Board.  I said no the first couple times and then finally an opportunity opened up allowing me to take over a spot for six months.  Well after that I ran for the full three-year term.  I never thought that I would be leading the whole community.  Well as you know that is what happened.  The blessings outweigh the headaches that come with any leadership position.  I now can get up in front of groups and with notes not be scared to death that I will mess.  The Lord has a great sense of humor.  If I don’t mess up somewhere, I wonder what I did wrong.  Those little oops just break the tension and show that I am not in control that the Lord is.

I want to leave you with this thought.  I am just a pilgrim still on a journey seeking to be a servant of Christ, growing closer to his will, building a relationship with Him.  This journey will only end on this earth when I make it to heaven.  I know that the Lord is feeding me solid food but in some areas I am still just an infant drinking milk.  Where are you in your journey?  Are you striving for milk or solid food?  Are you still crawling or are you running the race for Christ?  And Jesus said “Thy faith has saved thee; go in peace.”  May the blessings of Christ be on all of you!

Dear Brothers and Sisters-in-Christ,

 Several years ago, I found myself standing in an apartment where a relative lived alone. He had recently left this world after a battle with cancer. His wife, son, daughter, son-in-law, grandson, my wife and I were there to move his things out and clean the small apartment. I can't say that I knew this man very well, for I had only been in his presence a few times. On these occasions, it was easy to see how much he loved his two children and his grandson. I will never forget him sitting comfortably in the blue chair as his grandson ran to him and climbed upon his lap. The smiles on both faces radiated like beacons that guide aircraft safely to the runway, or as warming and welcoming as a roaring fire on Christmas morning. They both laughed as they sat together savoring their time. 

As I was helping out in the apartment, I noticed several personal items that stirred my interest, brought back memories, and touched my heart. These items were a slip of paper with scripture references, a birthday card signed by friends, and an open pack of cigarettes. The scripture references told me that he found strength in God's word. The idea that he had taken the time to write them down meant that he wanted to remember them. I don't know if he ever asked Jesus to come into his heart, but I could see God reaching out to him. A birthday card signed by several friends indicated to me that there were people in his life other than his family that cared enough to wish him well and to let him know that he was loved. He proudly displayed the card in a short passageway between the living room and the kitchen. An open pack of cigarettes were a symbol to me of something that he used to ease the pain of life. The moment I noticed the open pack, my heart sank as though I too could feel his pain of loneliness, disappointment and his memories. It was as if I could almost hear him ask himself, "What if I had another chance?" or "What if I had made different choices?" Then, I thought I heard him ask, "Why did I have to die?" 

I later found myself outside the empty but sparkling clean apartment standing near the small flower garden looking at the tiny signs of life as they opened and faced the sunlight. I remember thinking; "Life doesn't end here for those who have faith in Him".  I suddenly noticed something was about to happen that troubled me! I turned away at first. I wanted to run up and shout, "Stop, if you close that door, it's all over!" But I just stood there like an animal looking into headlights as the door of the apartment was slammed and locked. I don't remember who was the first one out, or who actually closed that chapter of his life. Maybe, I blocked it out of my mind, because the pain was too much to bear. I closed my eyes and only listened to the wooden door suddenly join the door casing, the turning of the key, and the dead bolt slide into its housing. 

When I think back on this man's life, it's not the scripture verse, or the birthday card, or the open pack of cigarettes that I remember. When I think of Bob, I see his smiling face and laughter when he held his grandson. I remember his generosity when he invited his friends and family to share a meal with him. I will never forget, facing death, he extended his love to me. 

At the Last Supper, Jesus broke the bread and told His disciples to "Do this in remembrance of me." (Luke 22:19) When Judas had betrayed Jesus and a crowd had gathered, Peter took a sword and struck a servant of the high priest, cutting off his ear. Jesus then touched the man's ear and healed him. Jesus was later placed on a cross. Nails and spikes were driven in his hands and feet. Even then, Jesus loved us enough to say, "Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they are doing." (Luke 23:34) 

That's not the end of the story! Let's not forget that Jesus rolled away the stone from His tomb and arose from the grave, overcoming death. Hallelujah! Life does go on, eternal life for all of us that believe and have faith in the one that our God has sent us. Jesus, His only Son. I don't think Jesus would want us to only remember Him by the things like a cross, nails, a loaf of bread, wine and a stone. If we did, we would be missing the blessing because these were just a portion of His story. I think Jesus wants us to take Holy Communion and remember that He is the bread of life. His blood was shed for us, and we can come to Him and receive eternal life. He wants us to remember that He is alive and sitting at the right hand of the Father. God has sent His Holy Spirit to us to live in our hearts. He wants us to remember the love and grace that He extends to us because we are His children. 

My favorite mental picture is of Jesus with a smile on His face sitting on a stone with His arms outstretched. Children have gathered around, because they trust Him and know that they are loved. What is your favorite picture of Jesus? How do you want to be remembered? May God fill your heart with new life and a new beginning this Easter season. Amen.

Area-wide Ultreya / Gathering

As far as we know, it will be the first time that these various communities, which share such a unique bond, will have enjoyed such a combined venture. We hope to have LOTS of music, a meditation/devotion, and at least on (and possibly quite a few more), Fourth-Day speakers. This project is still in it's infancy with little completed beyond a vision and a lot of prayers. Coordinating this with each community's already scheduled events is seemingly impossible. Some of the things that need to be considered are: 1. How do we let everyone know about it? This is the first step; just getting the word out that something like this is being considered. Either a Friday or Saturday evening would likely best fit the schedules of most of those trying to attend. The day and date will also be determined by where and when we can obtain a facility. 3. What kind of turnout can we expect? Your guess is as good as ours. However, the initial response we've gotten from a very informal poll is that this is a great idea, creating a great opportunity to make His presence know to a larger body outside the Fourth-Day community. Internally, it will be a wonderful Spirit-led and Spirit-filled time of fellowship for all our denominations, acknowledging our diversity while celebrating our most cherished common bond, our Redeemer and Savior, Christ Jesus.
