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From the Lay Director . . .

Dear Brothers and Sisters-in-Christ,

 It was summertime in Virginia! I don't remember if it was June, July or August, but it was hot! It was real Hot! Dust from the dirt and gravel road stuck to my skin as an old tractor with a wooden box on the back, used to transport groceries and passengers, bounced along on its way home from the market. My sister Sandra and I had been playing in the dirt at the end of the driveway, building castles, roads, and bridges, pausing only to draw a bucket of water from the outdoor tap to create a lake or a moat. She was about six years old and I was about eight. 

Summertime was always a wonderful time for my sister and I. It meant we didn't have to go to school and that was good enough for us. We would be up and dressed as soon as the first daylight danced into our bedrooms. The first one out of bed would wake the other. Soon we would walk softly through the kitchen past our parents bed room and slowly pry open the back door. We would quietly slip out into the morning dew with our bare feet and giggling as if we had played a trick on someone. We would usually head for the swings that our dad had built us out of pipe set in cement, chain, and boards. Soon, mom would call us in for a breakfast of eggs, bacon, toast, and home made grape jelly. We would run inside and devour the morning feast. "We're going back outside mom," we would shout, as the screen door slammed behind us. This scene played out again at lunch and dinner. We would stay outside ending our day outside catching lighting bugs in a mason jar with a hole punched in the top. 

Sometimes our dad would bring home a watermelon that someone gave him as a bonus for repairing their car at his service station. As I think back today, I still can't believe that I would eat at least a fourth of the melon. Dad would slice it into long quarter sections. We would bury my our faces in that water melon. There was no time for salt, spoons, forks, or knives for us. 

As I said, this day was hot. Mosquitoes coming from the creek, were biting through our clothes. The smell of burning chicken feathers and old tires, burnt by some people several blocks away to keep the mosquitoes and flies away, was overwhelming. Mom had already given us ice pops made from Kool-Aid. They melted and ran down our arms quicker than we could eat them. 

Our mom's friend Alma, came over and asked if we wanted to drive over to the falls. We all piled into her old car and with windows rolled down, followed country roads until we reached the river bridge. She parked the car, and we walked down to the river crossing small streams and jumping from rock to rock. 

We reached an area where water was swiftly flowing over huge rocks and then falling almost straight down on the other side. At one end of this beautiful creation of God, was a man made dam. It was more like a vertical wall a few feet wide and twelve feet long, that water had to climb up sharply to reach the top. The water was only about a foot deep as it flowed over the wall that day. For some crazy reason, we decided to wade cross that dam that day. Alma went first, my sister next, then our mom, and then me. We were linked together as we held hands. As I cautiously stepped into the water I noticed that my sister had slipped. I could feel slimy moss under my feet and I also slipped. Alma and mom also slipped as they held on to my sister and I. It seemed like hours went by as we struggled to stay on top of that watery trap. Somehow we all managed to reach safety. Our mom was the only one injured with a sprained arm. 

It wasn't the joy filled time we all expected. We all went along, to take mom to the local doctor, waiting for x-rays to be taken, and thanking God for returning us home. 

As I think back I remember how mom and her friend Alma never let go of us. They held on to us never giving up as they saved themselves in order to save us. Who held on to them? I wonder if they said a quick prayer at the time. Maybe the beaconed God by pleading, "God, please save us!" or "Lord, help us!" I don't remember a sound except the rushing water. In Psalm 121:5-8, The author, inspired by God wrote, The Lord watches over you - The Lord is your shade at your right hand; the sun will not harm you by day, nor the moon by night. The Lord will keep you from all harm - he will watch over your life; the Lord will watch over your coming and going both now and forevermore. 

There is nothing like a mother's love when they are strengthened our Father God. May you travel back to your childhood to be reminded of the early lessons of God's love. Amen.
