From the Lay Director . . .
“Wait for the Lord; be strong and take heart and wait for the Lord.”
 Psalm 27:14
The notice in the church bulletin announcing a six-week Lenten study caught my eye.  I was interested until I read further and sadly discovered it was a painting class.  God has given me various gifts, but I have NO artistic abilities whatsoever!  However, over the next 3 weeks, the announcement kept reappearing in the bulletin and I felt that inner nudging to sign up anyway.  “The notice says that no artistic talent is needed,” I reminded myself as I turned in my registration form.

I purchased my supplies and wondered more than once what I had gotten myself into this time.  On the first day of class I met my instructor - a kind,  gentle woman who immediately grasped my hands and told me how glad she was that I was in her class.   Over the next 6 weeks our teacher guided us  through the painting process, but also through a spiritual experience that included prayer, meditation and searching through scripture.  She told us the goal was to not attempt to paint something specific, but to wait upon God and watch for what He would reveal to us through our paintings.  We were to paint without knowing what we were painting, pray and trust and wait on God.

Waiting  -  I can’t describe how difficult this was for me.   I’m the type of person who needs a goal  -  I  not only want to know where I’m going, but I  want the AAA fold-out map with highlights!   So this painting a layer of watercolor and waiting for it to dry and then placing another layer over top of the previous layer in a different color and waiting for it to dry was downright frustrating.  But somewhere between the third and fourth class I began to feel a lessening of my anxiety to produce a painting that looked like a painting.  Under Barbara Preston’s compassionate guidance over the following weeks, I found a surprising painting emerging from my many seemingly disconnected layers of paint. 

My scripture reading took me to Isaiah  42:3.  I then understood what God was revealing to me and I finally completed my painting  - blues, greens, soft pinks and browns swirled together to create a picture of gentle reeds, swaying in the water.  I had been going through a particularly painful time of my life the year before this class and I felt exactly like the reeds I had painted  - bruised, bent and almost broken.  I saw that God had not left me - He was shaping and healing me, but He also was comforting me through this class and some new friends.  My framed painting now hangs  in my home - a daily reminder of God’s love for me.

My prayer for you this month is that you think about God’s timing in your life - where do you need to trust and wait for God to reveal His will to you?  Most of us don’t like waiting.  We have instant everything in our lives today - from oatmeal to messages to cameras.  But, my friends,  it is in the waiting we learn to listen. God does have a plan - he wants us to love Him and to listen for His word.  He’s painting a master canvas, you know.  And you and I are the subjects - only He knows what the finished painting will look like.

Dear Emmaus Brothers and Sisters, "Did Daniel stay in the house", my wife, Susan, asked. Daniel is our cat. Any time we go away on a trip, we try to keep him inside to make it easier for our friend who feeds Daniel. Daniel's fur is sandy yellow, and he has a potbelly that swings from side-to-side whenever he runs. You see, we are not the only ones who feed him. Our neighbors keep dishes of food on their porch for any cat that may be passing through. I believe Daniel thinks he is the official gourmet food taster for all traveling kitties! I answer, "No", he got past me and escaped out the door. He'll be alright. There's always plenty for him to eat." "Yes, I know", Susan replied hesitantly. "I just feel better when I know he's safe inside. Did you remember to pack the camera" she asked as she returned to her mental checklist. "Yes, it's in the back of the car", I answered with a sigh. "What about the cooler, have you already packed the sodas inside? How about the suntan lotion and beach towels, are the beach chairs and beach umbrella in the back too?" She ran down her list quickly. "Yes, everything is packed, and we're on our way", I said hoping there were no more questions. I stopped the car at the end of the court and remarked, "I know something we forgot. I didn't pack the kitchen sink!" We both laughed, and we began our long drive to the ocean. Susan and I both love the seashore and everything that it holds. We love the sound of the waves crashing against the beach. We love swimming, lying in the sun, body surfing, eating seafood, shelling and watching the various wildlife at the beach. It's always exciting when the dolphins come near shore with their lively water acrobatic display. Everyone on the beach stops what they are doing and watches the show as if the circus has just come to town. Then, there are the pelicans. For many years, I didn't see the pelicans. I don't know if I wasn't observant, or if they stayed further south due to better fishing waters. These beautiful prehistoric birds fly low over the water looking for a meal. When they spot a school of fish, they ungracefully dive into the water causing a splash like a sailor tossing an anchor overboard. It amazes me that they are far more successful than my attempts with a surf rod. We can see a school of fish swimming through the curl of the waves as if they were running through a pipeline. Their silver backs shine in the sunlight. As we walk along in the shallow water, we can feel the sand moving. I quickly answer. "Sure!" We head for the water's edge, hand-in-hand. Susan stops and picks up a seashell. "Look at the unusual coloring on the back of this scallop shell" she exclaims. We both head up the beach combing for shells and tossing them into a plastic bag. After an hour or so, we return to our beach chairs with quite a find.

 Susan holds up a broken shell. She explains as she points to the shell. "See these little legs and this flat surface. It was the chair of a miniature sea princess that used to live on this beach many years ago." "Was she the Sand Crab Princess?" I asked, playing along. "That's right." she answered. As I lay looking up at the cobalt blue sky and across the blue-green ocean, I stop and ponder how much God has blessed me. I don't have to go far away to see the beauty of His creation. I don't have to search for His grace. I don't have to vie for His love. It's already here, surrounding me, exciting my senses. In Psalm 19, David wrote about the greatness of God the creator. "The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the works of His hands. Day after day they pour forth speech; night after night they display knowledge. There is not speech nor language where their voice is not heard. Their voice goes out into all the earth, their words to the ends of the world."
